


• 	 ELECTRICAL - If you need electrical equipment, please bring extension cords and surge protectors.
	 For those signed up for electricity, it will be available at your booth. If you need electricity, please secure
	 it before March 9, 2023 by contacting the Chapter Office at 757-558-8128. After March 9, 2023,  
	 the fee increases to $150.00 per booth.

• 	 BOOTH REPRESENTATIVES NAMES - Please send in the names of all your booth representatives no
	 later than March 9, 2023. This ensures that everyone in your booth will have a name badge, which is  
	 also used as a means of showing all registered participants.

• 	 BOOTH SET-UP - You can begin setting up your booth at 12:00pm on Friday, March 17, 2023 in the
	 Ballroom at the Virginia Beach Convention Center. Exhibitors must drive to the rear of the Convention  
	 Center to bring in booth items. DO NOT UNLOAD IN FRONT OF THE CONVENTION CENTER –  
	 YOU WILL BE TOWED!

	 Unloading at the dock is limited to 15 minutes per exhibitor. Exhibitors should unload and remove
	 vehicle in a timely manner as a courtesy to other exhibitors that need to unload. If you have a dolly or
	 cart to help you unload, it may be a good idea to bring it to help speed up the unloading process.
	
	 Please make sure that you have enough time to set your booth up. Setup will end at 4:00pm SHARP.

• 	 PUNCH CARDS - To make sure that each booth gets maximum exposure, attendees receive a punch
	 card. When attendees visit your company’s booth, you will initial, punch, stamp, or sticker the number that  
	 corresponds with your booth number (shown on the sign above your booth). Attendees visiting all booths  
	 will be eligible for one of four grand prize drawings.

• 	 TRADE SHOW BREAKFAST - Saturday, March 18th, a buffet breakfast will be provided for the
	 attendees from 7:30am - 8:30am. The breakfast will remain in place until 9:00am, allowing enough
	 time for the exhibitors to help themselves.

• 	 TRADE SHOW LUNCH – Saturday, March 18th, a buffet lunch will be provided for registered booth 
	 representatives from your company. Exhibitors must eat between 12:00pm to 12:30pm, as this will be the  
	 only time you will be free to eat lunch.
